A clinical perspective on contraception

« Critical role of choice of contraception for women throughout their
reproductive age

— adolescence (easy to use and remember, reversible, on-demand
methods)

— spacing pregnancies (reversible methods)
— completing family (long-acting methods)
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Some recent and future developments

Oral pills:

— new molecules for added health benefits (natural estrogen; new
progestins to control blood pressure, prevent acne)

— continuous 3 months or 1 year
Transdermal: patches, gels, sprays
Vaginal rings (1 month, 3 months, 12 months rings)
Implants (for women and for men)

Intrauterine contraception (medicated systems to decrease bleeding
and prevent anemia)
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Metered-Dose Transdermal System®
“Skin Spray”

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Vaginal gels “on demand”

« Concept: use vaginal gel as a vehicle

« Deliver a contraceptive hormone known to be absorbed from the vagina
and to block ovulation

 Use the gel BEFORE intercourse (pre-coital method)

Vaginal rings for “dual protection”

« Combine contraceptive steroids with anti-retro viral agents or anti-
infectives

« To prevent sexually transmitted diseases and ovulation

* Prevent sperm entry in the ovum
